RULES and REGULATIONS for  
Helping Hands of Harbour Towne’s 21st Annual St. Patty’s Day Small Boat Fishing Tournament 

SATURDAY, MARCH 19th, 2011 
 
1.  FISHING    DAY       START      WEIGH-IN 
      Saturday       8:00 A.M. (Lines in water)      3:00 P.M. Sharp! 
     

 You must be on the dock and at the weigh-in point NO LATER THAN 3:00 P.M. sharp.  NO  
EXCEPTIONS!  The stake boat (Cape Ann Towing) will be at Coast Guard Station Port Everglades at 7:00 A.M.  
Show boat number.  Committee boat will monitor channel 78.  Lines in water at 8:00 am not before. 

 

2. ENTRY FEE         Adult:  $  85.00     Junior:  $40.00    (anyone who has not reached their 
 (after Sunday, March 13th, 2011)               $100.00                  $50.00     13th birthday by March 19th, 2011) 

A “JUNIOR ANGLER” is someone who is 12 years old or younger – IF YOU ARE 13 YOU MUST 
REGISTER AS AN ADULT!!  Tournament Committee reserves right to ask for proof of age! 

 

3. NEW RULE FOR 2011 Everyone on the boat age 13 or older must be registered to fish, with the exception of 
the boat’s captain.  IF you are the boat captain and plan to fish, you MUST register as an angler.  ONLY 
REGISTERED ANGLERS ARE PERMITTED TO WEIGH IN.  Vessels not adhering to this rule will be 
disqualified. 

 
4. All mail-in entry forms must be received no later than 6:00 P.M., Sunday, March 13th, 2011.  They will be 

recorded as soon as received.  Walk-in entries will be accepted at the marina office until noon on 
Wednesday, March 16th, 2011, however all entries submitted after 6:00 p.m.  Sunday, March 13th  will 
be at the Adult rate of $100.00 or Junior rate of $50.00  - No Exceptions!  REGISTRATION FEE IS 
NON-REFUNDABLE.  PRE-REGISTRATION SUGGESTED. 

 
5. CAPTAIN’S MEETING – Wednesday, March 16th, 6:30 P.M. at the IT Parker Community Center next to the 

launch ramps at Harbour Towne.  Rules and Regulations will be discussed.  Free buffet for all registered anglers at 
6:45 P.M. (buffet ticket required) additional tickets available for purchase.  Meeting starts at 7:30 p.m. Raffle and 
results of Silent Auction to follow.  Final registration, Wednesday, March 16th, 2011 at 6:00 P.M.  Raffle tickets:  
$1.00 each, or 7 for $5.00.  Over 50 prizes will be raffled.  Silent Auction closes at 8:30 p.m. 

 
6. I.G.F.A. RULES APPLY.  Wire lines permitted.  Salt water license required for anglers age 16 and 

older.  Rod and reel only – no hand lines or electric reels allowed. 
 
7. STATE / FEDERAL LAW FISH LIMITS – Dolphin:  10 per person per day, 20” fork length; not to exceed 

60 per vessel per day statewide.  Wahoo: limit 2 per person, no size restriction; Cobia:  no more than 1 per 
person or 6 per vessel whichever is less,  33” curved fork length; Kingfish:  2 per person per day, size: 24” 
fork.  IT IS THE ANGLER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO KNOW THE SALTWATER FISHING 
REGULATIONS!!!! 

 
8. Eligible fish for weigh-in will be Dolphin, Wahoo, Cobia, and Kingfish.  All fish presented for weigh-in must be 

fresh, in edible condition, caught the day of the tournament. In the event of a tie, the first of the tied fish to be 
weighed will be declared the winner.  1st, 2nd, and 3rd place are the heaviest fish OVERALL, any eligible species.  
This means 1 prize per fish (not per angler).  From the time the fish strikes the bait or lure, the angler must hook 
and fight the fish without the aid of any other person.  Any other person touching any part of the rod, reel, or line, 
except the leader, will disqualify the fish.  At weigh-in, you are limited to a total of 5 qualifying fish in any 
species, SUBJECT TO THE STATE / FEDERAL LAW FISH LIMITS.  Each fish must be a minimum weight 
of 5 lbs. to qualify.   

 
9. On Saturday, March 19th, 2011, prizes for Helping Hands of Harbour Towne’s 21st Annual St. Patty’s Day Small 

Boat Fishing Tournament will be awarded at Harbour Towne Marina; 30 minutes after last weigh-in. 
 
10. In the event of bad weather/ small craft advisory, etc., tournament will be rescheduled for Sunday, March 20th, 

2011.  In the event it must be postponed beyond the 20th, it will then be held on Saturday, April 30th 2011.  Any 
small craft advisory conditions announced by NOAA Weather radio at 7 am will determine cancellation.  
Tournament open to those vessels 37’ and under only (Manufacturer model spec not LOA).
